Furnishing Hope, a non-profit organization based in Orange County, 
was founded to furnish homes for people in need; improving their 
living conditions by creating pleasing home environments. Furnishing 
Hope’s founding member, Beth Phillips, a designer in Orange County, 
recognized an opportunity to make housing for people who are less 
fortunate more appealing by simply re circulating the “gently used” 
furniture her clients and others dispose of as part of redecorating, 
moving, and remodeling. Furnishing Hope has been enthusiastically 
received by the design community. Designers, showrooms and 
manufactures recognize they can contribute towards making a real 
difference in the lives of others.  
 
Furnishing Hope is working with major foundations in Orange County: 
Habitat for Humanity, Orangewood’s Rising Tide Communities, Orange 
Coast Interfaith Shelter and the Regional Center of Orange County. 
Although the intent of most foundations who provide transitional 
housing, is to recreate a home like environment, it is often   
impossible. With limited funding and the workload of caregivers, the 
lack of, or condition of, the furnishings may not be a high priority. 
While Orange County’s group homes were the original focus, 
Furnishing Hope’s first project will be coming together in late June with 
the furnishing of six new Habitat for Humanity homes in Costa Mesa. 
Five Orange County Designers and a student are in the process of 
gathering and organizing the furniture and accessories for these 
homes.  While the initial effort has been very successful, their wish list 
still includes “gently used” or new furniture and accessories as well as 
checks and donations 
 
Dedicated volunteers as well as corporate sponsors who recognize this 
exciting opportunity to be in on the ‘ground level’ of this beneficial 
work are welcome.

     Homeowner Biography: Each new homeowner has a   
  biography written for them by the Habitat for Humanity  
  staff. Most of them have a picture. This biography   
  will help you get to know your family. A copy will be in  
  your house file. 
 
      Designer’s Biography: Each designer must provide us with  
  a picture and a short resume. This will be used in our press 
  releases and publicity packets. Please complete this soon 

after our first meeting. (See Sample in back of handbook) 
 

    Initial Interview: Each new homeowner will fill out a 
 “Lifestyle Questionnaire” for Furnishing Hope. This 
 questionnaire is the only source of communication you will 
 have with the homeowner until you meet them at the 
 completion of the project. Their answers to these simple 
 questions will guide you in making decisions on their 
 behalf. 
 
    Color Pallet: 
 The homeowner will choose their color pallet from the color 
 schemes presented to them at our first interview. You will 
 be provided with the colors they choose in your house file. 
 They will include: 
  Living room & Dining Room accent colors  
  Bedroom colors 
   
    Space Planning: Each designer/project manager will be 

provided with at ¼” scale floor plan of the home. Please 
complete a space plan for your home before the first 
meeting.

Design Guidelines: 
 

Furniture: Houses are to be furnished with furniture from
 collections made by Furnishing Hope. Your furniture will  

be selected for you by the Habitat, Design Coordinator 
after meeting with your family. A picture of this furniture 
will be in you folder.  If you want to use other items 
available to you please notify the Design Director so that 
unwanted furniture can be released to other projects. 
Pictures from the packets will be collected the week before 
installation to enable us to load the trucks.  
 
New or slightly used sofas will be provided for all the 
houses. Use the pillow, when available, for color 
coordination. Do not plan on reupholstering sofas and 
chairs unless you or your vendors are willing to donate 
goods and services. 

 
  Designers may add any furniture they wish to the houses.  
  If transportation/pick-up is to be done by Furnishing Hope, 
  see “Donation Guidelines”. 

 
Color Code: Your furniture selections will be coded to 

your house by a color dot. Furniture will be delivered 
to the address which coordinates to the dot color. The 
Design Coordinator will make sure the color code is on all 
your furniture. Please be sure you have the color dots on 
all photographs when they are collected before installation. 

 
Paint: The homes will be painted by Habitat for Humanity  with 

the colors the homeowners selected in the initial interview. 
Designers are able to specify one wall per room for paint. 
An additional floor plan is provided in your packet for this 
schedule. (See Sample Schedule) 

 
Carpet: Carpet colors are selected by the homeowner near the 
 end of the project. They will by in neutral tone and will 
 follow the colors specified in the “Lifestyle Questionnaire.” 
 
Accessories: Designers may supplement accessories  

from Furnishing Hope’s collected accessories online. More 
information will be given later. 

 



Window Treatments: One inch, white blinds will be  
 provided for bedrooms and bathrooms by Hunter Douglas.  
 It is the responsibility of the designer to measure  
 for these blinds. Take measurements without allowances.  
 Note controls, right or left side. Please add decorative 
 valances and/or panels. (See Form) 

 
Bedrooms: The number of beds and their size will be 
 requested by the second meeting. Also note if complete set 
 or mattress only & bunkie board. Bedding for these  
 rooms will be the responsibility of the designer.  
 This should include; mattress pad, 1 set of sheets, 
 comforter, and pillow. (See Form) 

  
 Kitchen:  Decorative accessories only are necessary for the  
       kitchens.  
 

Lighting Fixtures: Habitat for Humanity supplies basic
 lighting fixtures throughout the house. They will replace 
 these with your selection if advance notice is given. If you 
 wish to change a fixture communicate this information in 
 writing to the design coordinator.  

 
Dining Room: A table should be set with a setting for each 
 member of the family, to include; glasses, napkins,  
 placemats and silverware. 

 
Refinishing Items: Refinishing items is difficult because of   

our warehouse. Touch up and refinishing must be done 
during the week of installation. 

  
 Clean up: Habitat will do construction cleaning before our   
  installation day. Designers must provide cleaning   
  supplies and help from your crew; light bulbs, extension  
  cords if necessary and vacuums for final clean up.  
 
 Electronic Equipment: We do not supply televisions or   
  computers. If you have sources wishing to donate these   
  types of items they must donate equally to each of the  
  houses on the construction site.

Project Installation: 
 

Completion: Completion date of the houses will be scheduled 
 by Habitat of Humanity. Furnishing Hope has no control 
 over the date. 
 

 Habitat will make the site available to designers and their                
 crews the week before the dedication day. This week must 
 include the Friday before a weekend and have a total of 5 
 days. 
 
    Habitat homeowners are required to put in “Sweat Equity” 
 in the building of their home. Most of them are on site 
 every Saturday. During our five day installation period the 
 new homeowners will not be allowed on the site.  

 
Installation Schedule:  
 Friday - Furniture Delivery - Unloading of the truck and  
 installation of furniture. Heavy items will be   
 done  by Furnishing Hope and our volunteers. 
 
Crew: Each designer will provide a crew to help at the 
 installation of their house. This crew should consist of 
 three to five people.  
 
Special Finishes: Special wall finishes other than paint selected 
 and specified to Habitat must be done during the 
 installation week. 
 
Site Hours: The houses will be open during installation week 
 from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm. They will be closed Sunday. 
 Lock boxes will be provided for your access on off 
 hours. Under no circumstances is anyone to be in the 
 houses without a  companion after hours.  

 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Refreshments: Lunch and snacks will be provided on Friday & 
 Saturday of the installation week. 
 
 
Releases: Every one on the site will need to sign a release form. 
 Please copy the form in your packet or request a form be 
 emailed to you. Give it to your volunteers. Your are  
 responsible for collecting their addresses and signatures.  
 If any crew member is under 18, a form must be signed by 
 their parent before coming to the site. (See Release Form)
